WHEREAS, an avid community activist, Lucy fought tirelessly alongside her late 

Comadres; Raquel Guerrero, Lydia Romero, Senora Laredo, and Susie Gonzalez. Together they 

were instrumental in acquiring the El Hogar del Niño daycare center, the Rudy Lozano Library, 

Benito Juarez High School, and the Lower West Side Health Center.     

WHEREAS, she will be missed by her family and forever be remembered as a fighter for 

justice, warrior for her community and owner of a heart made of pure gold. A Superwoman in 

every sense of the term, Lucia E Guiterrez, also known as Lucy, Ma Bear, Lancha, and Wella,
